rom the beginning of the earliest kept records Barre was
Fpart of Rutland. The town was part of the Naquag grant
and was made the Northwest District of Rutland in 1749. In
1774 the town incorporated and was called “Hutchinson”
Two years later a petition for a different name resulted in
it being called “Barre’, with a population of 734. The name
was changed to Barre in 1776 in honor of Col. Isaac Barre, a
member of the British Parliament who embraced the colo-
nists’ cause of independence.

Charles G. Allen, (b.1833) was raised in Barre, MA. He became
an educator both in Barre and the surrounding towns. He
went on to Harvard Medical School and practiced in Barre,
MA. Charles was also a soldier in the 53rd Massachusetts
Infantry as a Hospital Steward and the 36th Massachusetts
Infantry as an assistant surgeon. He was a Prisoner of War.
Upon his return to civilian life he fathered 8 children, 5 of

whom worked in the family business. Through his descen-
dants, the Chas. A. Allen Company continued business for a
total of 95 years.

His original homestead/manufacturing site was located
at what is now known as 25 Williamsville Road, Barre, MA.
Charles Allen began acquiring land off the “Common” in
Barre in 1890, with is first purchase from Asa B. Haven in
1890, for $650 his first 2.25 acres. (Book 1321, Page 117, 118)
His next purchase was land that abutted his first parcel, it
was much smaller and measured in the old measurements
of Rods. (Book 1325, page 307, 308) The third piece was ac-
quired in 1891, it was 6 acres for $125 from George Brown.
(Book 1361, Page 206, 207)

In 1874, Dr. Chas. G. Allen founded his company with the
manufacture of the “Yankee” Horse Rake and other horse
drawn equipment used in farming. The original rake was
sold for $17.00, when someone could not afford that price
he modified the tool and made a $15.00 version of the rake.
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Dr. Allen would use his bicycle to carry the scale model of
the rake through the region for sales calls.

Thirty years later, in 1904 the Chas. G. Allen Company de-
veloped and manufactured its first upright sensitive drilling
machine. They have manufactured of 36,000 to date and
During WWII was awarded the Army/Navy “E” Award. This
award recognizes manufacturing excellence in support of
war effort. They shipped 112 machines per week and had
approximately 700 employees.

The Allen drilling machines were well known, they held as
much as 75% of the domestic market as measured against
competitors.

Charles G. Allen Company and the Barre Wool Company were
the main industrial forces in Barre. Items that can be found
on display at the Barre Historical Society include: a Yankee
Horse Rake, a product manufactured by the Chas. G. Allen
Co.from 1873 to 1936; an Allen Co. drilling machine and drill
press; and various other Allen Co. agricultural products.
